Take faire ribbes of fresh beef, and (if thou wilt) roste hit til hit be 
nygh ynowe; then put hit in a faire possenet; caste thereto parcely and 
oynons mynced, rysons of corauns, powder peper, canel, clowes, 
saundres, safferon, and salt; then caste thereto wyn and a litull vyne-
gre; set a lyd on the potte and lete hit boile sokingly on a faire char-
cole til hit be ynogh; then lay the fflessh in disshes, and the sirippe 
thereuppon, and serve it forth.

Braised Beef Ribs 
1 Tbsp olive oil 
1 1/2 - 2 lbs boneless beef ribs 
2-3 onions 
2 Tbsp parsley, minced 
2 Tbsp currants (may substitute chopped raisins) 
1/2 tsp cinnamon 
1/4 tsp black pepper 
scant pinch cloves 
scant pinch saffron (o optional) 
1 tsp salt 
1 1/2 cups red wine 
2 tsp red wine vinegar 
 
In large skillet, heat olive oil over medium high heat.  Sear meat in 
oil.  Place meat and remainder of ingredients in high heat crock pot, 
roaster oven, or clay baker.  Cover and cook at about 325 degrees 
for 3-4 hours.
